Doctor of Philology, Professor Leonid Ushkalov is a prominent literary critic, writer, translator, the most authoritative researcher of Hryhorii Skovoroda’s work, and the author of numerous scientific works that have studied the problems of literature and philosophy from antiquity to the present.
We invite the scientific community to join the professional discussion on topical issues of the literary dimension of existence from antiquity to the present.

Issues to be discussed:

· The Problems of the Existence of Ukrainian Literature in the Scientific Studies of Leonid Ushkalov.
· Philosophical theories of human existence and the universe in the narratives of Hryhorii Skovoroda.
· Spiritual and mental space of being in literature.
· Existential Dimension of Personal and Societal Challenges in the Time of War: Ukrainian and World Literature.
· Categorical contours of being in verbal and non-verbal forms of expression.

The working languages of the conference: Ukrainian and English.
Report time frame: 15 minutes at the plenary session, 10 minutes at the breakout session. There is no registration fee for conference participants.

The scientific research of the conference participants will be published in the journal “Scientific Notes of H. S. Skovoroda Kharkiv National Pedagogical University. Literary Studies”, which was included in category “B” of the List of Scientific Professional Publications of Ukraine by the order of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine No. 409 of March 17, 2020.

Materials of literary reports of 7-25 pages in length with the following parameters are accepted by the organizing committee at E-mail: barokopostmodern@meta.ua until November 20, 2024. The cost of publishing one page is 50 UAH.
Reports of Doctors of Sciences (without co-authors) are published free of charge. 
Each participant will receive a certificate. 

Invitations and additional information will be sent on November 23-24, 2024.

REQUIREMENTS FOR THE DESIGN OF ARTICLES
The editorial board considers edited materials with a volume of 7-25 pages or 20,000- 75,000 characters with spaces in this format:
• Article code (UDC) (left alignment).
• Initials (before the last name) and the author’s last name in bold (right alignment). Type all initials in the text before the surname, separated by a non-breaking space.
• (skipping one line) The   title of the article (centered, capitalized, bold).
• (skipping one line) Abstract in Ukrainian (8-10 lines), Abstract in English (from 1,800 characters) and keywords (5-8) in italics. For articles in English, the opposite is true (8-10 lines in English, 1,800 characters or more in Ukrainian). The text of the abstract should contain the following elements: relevance, purpose, objectives, results, and conclusions.
The author’s name and title should be translated into English in the English-language abstract.
The text of the article is submitted in electronic form. The computer version is executed in Microsoft Word with the extension .doc, .docx or .rtf, font Times New Roman Cyr 14, interval 1, margins at the top - 3 cm, the rest - 2 cm.
The article must meet the requirements of the Higher Attestation Commission of Ukraine (Resolution of the Presidium of the Higher Attestation Commission of Ukraine of January 15, 2003, No. 7-05/1 “On increasing the requirements for professional journals included in the lists of the Higher Attestation Commission of Ukraine” (Bulletin of the Higher Attestation Commission of Ukraine. 2003. No. 1)) and must contain the following components:
• Introduction (relevance of the study; statement of the problem and its connection with important scientific or practical tasks; analysis of recent studies and publications that initiated the solution of the problem and on which the author relies, highlighting previously unexplored aspects of the article; formulation of the goal, setting of tasks).
• Research Methods (methodological foundations of scientific and/or experimental research; definition of the main methods with specific instructions for their application).
• Results and discussions (summary of the main research material with full justification of the scientific results obtained; discussions on the issues covered).
•  Conclusions (summarizing the results, prospects for further research).
The articles in English include Introduction, Research Methods, Results and discussions, and Conclusions.
The names of the structural elements should be indicated in the center in bold. 
The citation is drawn up in the form “      ” or “ '    ' ”.
Citation and in-text references to literary sources are made in the APA style, for example (Petrenko, 2008; Petrenko & Sydorenko, 2015; Smith, Grimm & Shell, 2017); if the page of the source is indicated, it is given with a colon, for example (Petrenko, 2008: 125).
In the table of contents, when listing the names of scientists, it is necessary to indicate the year(s) of the work(s) analyzed by the author of the article and add the relevant sources to the list of references.
For example: In the middle of the twentieth century, in view of the discoveries and deep rethinking of the process and ways and means of interpreting the text as its understanding in the studies of famous European philosophers Martin Heidegger (Heidegger, 1993, 2003, 2012), Hans-Georg Gadamer (Gadamer, 1988, 1991a,1991b), Paul Ricoeur (Ricoeur, 1995, 1996, 2010), Jürgen Habermas (Habermas, 2011), Hans Albert (Albert, 2003) et al. hermeneutics has evolved from a method of the humanities into a philosophical doctrine of being.

DESIGN OF LITERARY SOURCES
Література (if the article is written in Ukrainian) and References (a mandatory element) should be formulated in accordance with the APA style.

References. Transliteration should be done automatically using the software available at http://translit.kh.ua/ After automatic transliteration, it is necessary to check the correctness of the results and make the necessary corrections. Transliterated references should contain only the elements that are important for analytical processing (full name of the authors, title of the original source, source data). In the list of references, the titles of works in languages where non-Latinized alphabets are used should be translated into English and placed in square brackets.
Publication of an article in the collection implies the automatic consent of the author to publish an electronic version of the article on the website of the Vernadsky National Electronic Library and on the university website.
General information about the authors in Ukrainian and English
should be submitted on a separate page: title of the article, surname, name and patronymic, academic title and degree, position, department, place of work (name of the higher education institution), supervisor (for graduate students), ORCID (Researcher ID, Scopus ID - if the author has one), e-mail, phone number, postal address.
For authors without a degree, the article is accompanied by a review by a supervisor whose signature must be certified in accordance with the established procedure.
1. Manuscripts are subject to a two-way anonymous review (Double- BlindPeerReview). The editorial board decides on the possibility of publishing the article after the review (within 1-4 weeks).
2. If the article requires revision, it may be returned to the author.
3. The authors are responsible for the accuracy of facts, names and citations.
4. The authors are responsible for compliance with the requirements of academic integrity.
5. The authors are responsible for the quality of the language design and annotations in Ukrainian and English. The editorial board reserves the right to return poor-quality translations for revision.
6. A negative decision on the publication of the article is communicated to the author, manuscripts are not returned.
Payment details are provided to the author after the article is approved by the reviewers. 
THE COST OF PUBLICATION is 50 UAH per 1 page.
Articles by doctors of sciences written without co-authors are published free of charge.
